Earning this
scholarship will allow her to continue with her education, be of service to the military community, build a
professional identity, and serve a population that has uniquely complex needs.

The NBCC Foundation has also awarded six $8,000 rural scholarships to increase the number of counselors
serving rural areas. The Foundation plans to continue offering scholarships to increase the number of counselors
in the areas where they are needed most and will open the next application period in fall 2018.
